HOW TO INSTALL 
 

1) Put the motorcycle on a work stand so that the rear wheel is off the 
ground. 

 

Make sure the vehicle is secured so it will not tip 

2) Remove the upper and lower attachments of the original shock 
absorber and remove it  

 
3) Stick the TracTive shock absorber through the linkage swing arm and 

tighten the upper and lower attachments. Clickers on the left side. 
 

4) Mount the preload knob on the bracket and fit it between the exhaust 
bracket on the right side of the bike.
